A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING THE PROPOSAL OF ARDITO CONSTRUCTION TO CONNECT THE WATER LINE ON THE TOWN SQUARE TO THE WATERLINE LOCATED UNDER MARIETTA STREET FOR THE TOTAL COST OF $36,946.83; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE AN AGREEMENT FOR SUCH SERVICES; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, the waterline owned and maintained by the City of Powder Springs (the “City”) in the right-of-way of Pineview Drive terminates within the town square, and the City finds it in the public interest to connect the terminated line to the waterline located within the right of way of Marietta Street; and 
WHEREAS, the City has requested its on-call contractor, Ardito Construction, to provide the necessary labor, materials, and equipment to make such connection; and
WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council wish to enter into such an agreement with Ardito Construction in order to effectuate the desired work for the amount of 36,946.83.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the City of Powder Springs that an agreement with Ardito Construction to provide the necessary labor, materials, and equipment for the water line extension project at a cost of $36,946.83 is hereby approved, and the Mayor is authorized to execute an agreement to effectuate same after review and approval by the City Attorney.  This Resolution shall become effective immediately upon adoption.
