A RESOLUTION APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR OR MAYOR PRO TEM TO EXECUTE AN INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT WITH COBB COUNTY RELATING TO CERTAIN SPECIAL PURPOSE LOCAL OPTION SALES TAX PROJECTS JOINTLY FUNDED BY THE CITY OF POWDER SPRINGS AND COBB COUNTY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.  

WHEREAS Cobb County and the City of Powder Springs included projects in the 2022 Special Purpose Local Option Sales Tax (“SPLOST”) program that are jointly funded, with the joint project cost of $3,000,000.00; and 
WHEREAS upon completion of the projects, the City will maintain and operate the infrastructure; and

WHEREAS each of the parties recognizes and agrees that the construction of the projects will be of significant benefit to its respective constituencies and to the public at large and desires to enter into an agreement to specify the terms and conditions setting forth each parties respective duties relating to said projects. 
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED by the Council for the City of Powder Springs that it approves and authorizes the Mayor or Mayor Pro Tem to execute an Intergovernmental Agreement with Cobb County relating to the jointly funded projects identified in the 2022 SPLOST program, subject to review and approval by the City Attorney.  This resolution shall be effective immediately upon adoption.
