BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Mayor is authorized to execute said negotiated agreement, subject to review and approval by the City Attorney and subject to budgeted expenses of $15,000.00 and personnel overtime cost unless a budget amendment is approved. This resolution shall become effective immediately upon adoption.
