A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE PROPOSAL SUBMITTED BY HARDY FAMILY AUTOMOTIVE GROUP TO SECURE NAMING RIGHTS FOR THE AMPHITHEATER IN THE NEW DOWNTOWN PARK; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.
WHEREAS, the City of Powder Springs (“City”) solicited proposals to associate a corporate name with the new amphitheater in the downtown park scheduled to open spring 2020; 
 WHEREAS, the City received a proposal from Hardy Family Automotive Group for the naming rights of the new amphitheater and finds it in the public interest to accept said proposal to name the amphitheater Hardy Family Automotive Group Amphitheater for three years at a price of $28,500 with $14,250 paid in the first year and two annual installments of $7,125 paid each subsequent year along with a right of first refusal to continue another contract; 
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the City of Powder Springs that the attached proposal submitted by the Hardy Family Automotive Group for the naming rights of the new amphitheater in the downtown park is approved, and the Mayor is authorized to execute an agreement with Hardy Family Automotive Group for said naming rights, subject to review and approval by the City Attorney. This resolution shall become effective immediately upon adoption.
