Hispanic Heritage Month
 
WHEREAS un recognition of the achievements of the Hispanic community, Congress authorized and requested the President to issue annually a proclamation designating September 15 through October 15 as National Hispanic Heritage Month; and 
WHEREAS the observation started in 1968 as Hispanic Heritage Week under President Lyndon Johnson and was expanded by President Ronald Reagan in 1988 to cover a 30-day period starting on September 15 and ending on October 15; and

WHEREAS September 15 marks the independence of multiple Latin American countries, and  Costa Rica, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras and Nicaragua all celebrate their independence from Spain on September 15; and 
WHEREAS Hispanics are extremely entrepreneurial and play a vital role in our economy and workforce, are the largest minority group in the United States today and have consistently helped make our country strong and prosperous; and 
WHEREAS the Hispanic population grew 83% in the City of Powder Springs between 2010 and 2020, representing 14.7% of the City’s population; and 
NOW THEREFORE, celebrating the histories, cultures and contributions of American citizens whose ancestors came from Spain, Mexico, the Caribbean and Central and South America, the City of Powder Springs recognizes and urges its citizens to recognize and celebrate the Hispanic culture as an important part of its inclusive community during Hispanic Heritage Month between September 15 and October 15, 2023.
