A RESOLUTION APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE AN AGREEMENT WITH AXON ENTERPRISE, INC. FOR THE PROVISION OF POLICE DEPARTMENT TECHNOLOGY, EQUIPMENT AND SERVICES FOR AN AMOUNT OF $760,000.20 PAYABLE IN INSTALLMENTS OVER FIVE YEARS; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.
WHEREAS the City is committed to providing the highest level of public safety services through the use of modern, effective, and transparent law enforcement tools; and
WHEREAS the Police Department has identified the need for an integrated suite of law enforcement technologies to support officer safety, evidence collection, records management, accountability, training, and operational efficiency; and
WHEREAS Axon Enterprise, Inc. (“Axon”) offers a comprehensive law enforcement system that include body‑worn cameras, in‑car cameras, digital evidence management, records management systems, training platforms, interview room solutions, and related software subscriptions and support services; and
WHEREAS the proposed agreement with Axon provides a bundled and integrated approach to Police Department equipment, software, and services, reducing administrative burden, enhancing interoperability, and providing predictable lifecycle replacement and maintenance; and
WHEREAS funding for the agreement will be accepted by Axon over the five-year period of the service term and will be available through approved annual budgeted funds and authorized special purpose local option sales tax programs; and

WHEREAS the City Council finds that entering into the agreement with Axon Enterprise, Inc. is in the best interest of the City and supports the Police Department’s operational, transparency, and public safety objectives.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the City of Powder Springs that the agreement with Axon Enterprise, Inc. for an amount of $760,000.20 over a five-year period substantially in the form attached hereto is accepted and approved, and the Mayor is authorized to execute the agreement, subject to review and approval by the City Attorney.
