RESOLUTION 2019 - 

A RESOLUTION APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE  AGREEMENTS REQUIRED FOR THE PURCHASE OF A POLICE VEHICLE; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.  

WHEREAS, the City of Powder Springs allocates funds for public safety under the Special Purpose Local Option Sales Tax program and the Federal Equitable Sharing Program; 

WHEREAS, The City previously approved the use of SPLOST and ESP funds to purchase and equip two Ford Fusions, and the City did purchase and equip one Ford Fusion;

WHEREAS, The police department has requested substitution of the second Ford Fusion with a Chevrolet Tahoe for greater utility and passenger carrying capacity, using the balance of the previously approved allocation of equitable sharing funds and available public safety SPLOST funds;   
WHEREAS, the City desires to substitute the purchase of a Ford Fusion as authorized under Resolution 2018-018 with the purchase of a Chevrolet Tahoe under State Contract with Charles Hardy Chevrolet; 

BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED by the Council for the City of Powder Springs that it accepts and approves the State Contract with Charles Hardy Chevrolet to purchase a Chevrolet Tahoe for $35,851.00 using the balance of the previously approved allocation of equitable sharing funds and SPLOST program funds; 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Council for the City of Powder Springs that it authorizes the Mayor to execute any agreements required to complete the purchase of said vehicle, subject to review and approval by the City Attorney.  This resolution shall be effective upon adoption.
