RESOLUTION NO. 2025 - 126

A RESOLUTION APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE AN AMENDMENT TO RENEW THE AGREEMENT WITH REFLECTIONS OF TRINITY IN THE AMOUNT OF $50,00 TO PERFORM CERTAIN FOOD DISTRIBUTION SERVICES; AUTHORIZING THE OFFICE OF THE CITY MANAGER AND CITY ATTORNEY TO DEVELOP AND IMPLEMENT A PROGRAM FOR THE USE OF ELIGIBLE GRANT DOLLARS, CONTRIBUTIONS OR DONATIONS TO SUPPORT HOUSING ASSISTANCE THROUGH THE BENEFITS OFFICE OF REFLECTIONS OF TRINITY; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.
WHEREAS the City of Powder Springs (“City”) previously approved agreements with Reflections of Trinity in Resolutions 2022-074, 2023-227 and 2024-135 to support families and individuals in Powder Springs who were experiencing food insecurity; and 
WHEREAS Reflections of Trinity proposes and the city desires to continue distribution services in the interest of supporting public health and welfare; and

WHEREAS to further support public health and welfare the city desires to develop and implement a program using eligible grant dollars or contributions to provide support to Reflection’s benefits office for use in housing assistance to city residents. 
NOW THEREFORE, BE HEREBY RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the City of Powder Springs that it approves and authorizes the Mayor to execute an amendment to renew the agreement with Reflections of Trinity in the amount of $50,000 to continue the grocery food distribution services for residents of Powder Springs, subject to review and approval by the City Attorney. 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the offices of the city manager and city attorney are authorized to develop and implement a program for the use of eligible grant dollars, contributions or donations to support housing assistance through the benefits office of Reflections of Trinity.
