INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT 
BETWEEN COBB COUNTY 
AND 
CITY OF POWDER SPRINGS 

THIS INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) made and entered into by and between COBB COUNTY, a political subdivision of the State of Georgia ("County") and City of Powder Springs, a Georgia municipal corporation (“City”).

WHEREAS, the City wishes County to perform certain repairs and maintenance of City-owned vehicles & equipment operated by City’s Public Works and Public Safety Departments; and 
WHEREAS, the County operates a Fleet Management Department which has been nationally recognized for its excellence and has the capacity to provide fleet maintenance of City vehicles and equipment; and
WHEREAS, the City finds it in the best interests of its citizens in the interest of efficient and cost-effective government to avail itself of the fleet maintenance services of the County by way of an intergovernmental agreement.  
WHEREAS, County is agreeable to performing such vehicle repairs and maintenance upon the terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement. 
NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the promises and the mutual covenants hereinafter set forth, and for other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, County and City agree as follows:
1. RESPONSIBILITIES OF PARTIES
A.	County shall:
i.	As requested by the City, provide maintenance and repairs to City vehicles listed on Exhibit “A”, attached hereto, as may be amended from time-to-time, (“Work”) under the direction of the County Fleet Director. The County Fleet Director shall, in his discretion, direct the priority of such Work in relation to repairs required for County owned vehicles.  The Work performed on City vehicles shall be of the same quality as County performs for its own vehicles, in its discretion;  
ii.	Cooperate with the City to schedule Work at times convenient to the City between the hours of 6:30 a.m. and 4:00 p.m., Monday through Friday, County holidays and other closure days excepted
iii.	Notify the City in writing if the requested Work is beyond the expertise or capacity of County;
iv.	Apply to the requested Work any standard specifications for replacing parts and/or performing services then applicable for County owned vehicles.   The County’s Preventative Maintenance schedule shall be used for City vehicles;
v.	Keep reasonably itemized and detailed records concerning parts, repairs and labor costs for Work performed on each City vehicle consistent with existing County reports and documents;	
vi.	Warrant, without additional charge, the repair of any defective workmanship or replacement of any defective parts provided to vehicles for a period of ninety (90) days after the date the Work has been completed, normal wear and tear excepted. 
B.	The City shall:
i.	Pay County within thirty (30) days of receipt of itemized invoices for, the following:
a.	Labor costs at the rate of Ninety Dollars ($90.00) per hour for light duty vehicles and ($100.00) per hour for medium to heavy duty vehicles and equipment for all Work performed during the term of this Agreement. 
	The County will also provide call out services for medium to heavy duty vehicles to perform repairs on-site of such vehicles at a flat fee $120.00 + parts + time on site at the rates and amounts aforesaid.   If overtime is required due to emergency or unforeseen conditions, overtime labor shall be paid at 1.5 times the hourly rate or flat fee;
b.	Parts for the Work shall be supplied at County’s cost for same plus fifteen percent (15%) for the storage, inventory management and handling of such parts;
c	Any costs County may incur to subcontract Work under this Agreement to a private repair business.  All such repairs shall require prior approval from City or designee;
ii.	Provide timely and accurate information to County regarding maintenance and repair problems with City vehicles prior to performance of the Work, and concerning any vehicle performance problems after the Work is completed;
iii.	Deliver vehicles to County’s Fleet Maintenance Facility at 1940 County Services Parkway, Marietta, Georgia 30008 for which Work is requested and retrieve vehicles upon completion of Work.  In situations where the vehicle is inoperative, the County will in the exercise of reasonable discretion determine whether the vehicle shall be towed to the County location or repaired at a private business.
2.    	TERM AND TERMINATION
A.        Term. The term of this Agreement shall commence upon the Effective Date hereof (as hereinafter defined) and shall continue for one year, and thereafter will automatically renew for four (4) additional successive one (1) year terms, unless either party gives written notice to the other party of its desire to not renew no less than thirty (30) days prior to the end of the then current one (1) year term, or as sooner terminated as provided herein.
B.	Termination.	 This Agreement may be terminated by either party, with or without cause, by providing the other party thirty (30) days prior written notice.
3.	GENERAL PROVISIONS
2.1	To the fullest extent permitted by law, each party agrees to indemnify the other from each and every claim which the indemnitor would be legally liable to pay if: (a) a claim asserting the same loss or injury were made directly against the indemnitor, whether or not such a claim is actually made; and (b) the loss or injury sustained by the claimant resulted from the acts, errors or omissions of the indemnitor or those for whose actions the indemnitor is legally responsible.  This mutual right to indemnify is in addition to and not in lieu of any other right of contribution or indemnity which may exist in favor of either party under Georgia law of the indemnitee party for claims made against them because of their actions or capacity as such. “Indemnify”, as used herein, means to indemnify, defend, or save harmless. Each party will be responsible for the actions of its employees and representatives. 
2.2	This Agreement shall include Work for all vehicles listed in Exhibit “A”.  In the event that the City desires to add or substitute vehicles for those listed on Exhibit “A”, the County must be notified in writing. 
In the event of a dispute as to any charge, the City Public Works Director and the Director of the County’s Fleet Management Department will promptly confer in good faith in an effort to resolve such dispute.  
2.3	 This Agreement shall become effective upon the date of the last signature below (“Effective Date”).
2.3	This Agreement represents the entire integrated understanding of the parties concerning the subject matter hereof.  It supersedes all prior agreements, negotiations, and representations, written or oral.  This agreement may be amended only by a writing executed with the same formalities as this Agreement itself.
2.4	All communication concerning this Agreement and issues arising hereunder shall be made to:
	a.	 Cobb County Fleet Management Director, or his designee; and
b.	 City of Powder Springs Public Works Director, or designee.
2.5	This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of Georgia without regard to conflict of laws principles.
2.6	In the event any portion of this Agreement shall be held to be invalid and unenforceable, the remaining portions shall be valid and binding upon the parties.
2.7	The parties agree that they will comply with any federal, state and local laws, regulations, executive orders and ordinances that may be applicable to this Agreement.
