Johnny Purify convened the Planning & Zoning Commission public hearing at 7:00 p.m. with the following members present: 

Wanda McDaniel, James Taylor, Randall Madison, Kelly Fisk and Kristopher Boyd.  Initially absent: Roy Wade appeared 


The Commission considered the following agenda items:

Approval of Planning & Zoning Minutes:  PZ MIN 25-011, Minutes from June 2025 hearing, was approved on motion by Wanda McDaniel and a second by Jim Taylor with a vote 5-0. 

Citizen Comments:  No one signed up to speak during citizen comments.

	Purpose
	Facility to provide day care and training to individuals with disabilities.



The Chair recognized the applicant’s representative, Jason Campbell, who presented the application on behalf of .

Mr. Campbell noted that the applicant was proposing a day facility for the care of adults with disabilities.  The applicants own personal care homes and desire to use this facility to help those in their personal care homes with daily living life skills, stress management and coping skills.  Those in the personal care or group homes would be transported to this facility during the day and returned in the evening.  They currently provide this service at the facility off Austell Powder Springs Road, which they have outgrown.

The hours of operation would be from 8AM to 6PM generally for the office staff.  For the participants, the hours are likely to be from 9AM to 3PM.  The vans that carry the resident participants will stay at the facility during the day until it is time to return the participants to the homes where they reside.

The applicant’s representative noted that they offered to meet with the neighborhood about the proposed use, as required by the Unified Development Code.  However, no one attended the meeting.  The applicants were generally agreeable with staff recommendations and stipulations but did request some modification and clarification relating to hours of operation and screening of facility.  The representative stated that the applicant would like to conduct special events for their trainees whether a holiday party or an open house.  They also wanted to conduct some activities outside and noted that the space was adequeate for outdoor activities.  Since the adjoining property was vacant and trees existed along the property boundary and on the property itself, the applicant desired clarification that additional landscaping for ‘screening’ would not be required.  

The business owner noted that a nurse is on staff, they have state certification and they have been funded by Medicaid since 2008.  They have outgrown the existing space where they have 25 participants. The new space would allow them to serve 67.  They have no kitchen but the residents bring their lunches.  When asked about staff numbers, the owner stated that the ratio of trainers ranges from 3 to 1 to 5 to 1.  They have no plans to make any changes to the exterior.  They will consider drop-ins but most of those serviced are transported from the personal care homes. 

The chair asked the representative to work with planning staff to clarify and modify stipulations prior to meeting with the Mayor and Council.  When questioned, it was noted by the chair that no one was present to speak for or against the application and the chair called for a motion.  On motion by Randall Madison and a second by Kelly Fisk, the commission approved the motion to recommend approval of the rezoning subject to the conditions prepared by staff.  The motion carried 5-0.

Mr. Holmes presented the application and explained that the use initially was limited to gaming but it has evolved into a rage room because demand has increased for that use.  He explained there have been no injuries or insurance claims and business has increased significantly.  No one was present to speak for or against the application.  The chair called for a motion and Roy Wade moved to approve the renewal of the gaming room in the accessory structure subject to the original conditions of approval.  On second by Kris Boyd, the motion was approved 6-0.

	Proposal
	Renew application for Food Truck Park and expand use of commissary and restroom to a private club with paid membership for use by the vendors, their customers and paying new customers.



Mr. Idlett presented the application to renew and expand the use at the subject property. He explained that he was working on the purchase of the building at 3982 Austell Powder Springs Road and turn it into a member only space.  He stated that he had a 30-year lease with the owner and had plans to take over the entire building. 

The food truck vendors would of course still have access to the restrooms and kitchen, and the members only space would have a separate point of entry. 

There was testimony provided in favor of the application.  

The Chair noted that he would have wanted a plan of action for the park from Mr. Idlett and was disappointed one was not presented.   He then called for a motion.  Jim Taylor moved to deny the application which received a second by Randall Madison. Three in favor of the motion (Taylor, Madison, McDaniel) and three opposed (Wade, Fisk, Boyd).  The Chair voted to approve the motion to deny.  

Having concluded business, a motion was made by Roy Wade to adjourn at 7:50P with a second by Wanda McDaniel.  Motion carried 6-0.
