WHEREAS, the Powder Springs Police Department is a diverse department that employs men and women of the highest ethical standards who mirror our community and understand and are trained about the importance of equal treatment to every citizen; and

WHEREAS, the City will continue to be honest and transparent with internal and external stakeholders, is committed to servicing the community in the most effective and efficient manner, and will continue to build and reinforce the need for community partnership and trust; and

WHEREAS, the men and women of the City of Powder Springs Police Department appreciate the overwhelming support from our great community and promise to protect, serve and exceed the expectation of honesty, transparency and fair treatment to all citizens; 
THEREFORE, IT IS RESOLVED by the Mayor and City Council of the City of Powder Springs, Georgia that we stand steadfast with all citizens of Powder Springs against racism and reaffirm our commitment to stand up for racial justice and human and civil rights for all.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Mayor and City Council encourages the Cobb Delegation to continue to work closely with the State Legislature in adopting a hate crime bill that ensures equal protection and equal justice for all.
