RESOLUTION NO. 2020 - 129

A RESOLUTION APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE AN INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT WITH COBB COUNTY FOR RECEIPT OF CARES ACT FUNDING; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.
WHEREAS, subsequent to the World Health Organization’s declaration that COVID-19 was a world health emergency and a global pandemic, the declaration of a National Public Health Emergency for the United States on March 13, 2020, and the declaration a State Public Health Emergency in Georgia on March 14, 2020, Congress passed the Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security (CARES) Act, which provides over $2 trillion in economic relief for Americans adversely impacted by COVID-19; and
WHEREAS, as part of the CARES Act, a $150 billion Coronavirus Relief Fund was established to be paid directly to the States, the District of Columbia, U.S. Territories, and eligible units of local government based on populations as shown by U.S. Census Bureau data for the most recent year available; and
WHEREAS, Cobb County (“the County”) was a recipient of funding from the Coronavirus Relief Fund, and the Governor has encouraged it to allocate funds to the cities within Cobb County on a per capita basis; and 
WHEREAS, the County desires to allocate a portion of its CARES Act Funding in the amount of $805,038.30 to the City of Powder Springs (“the City”) for necessary expenditures incurred due to COVID-19, and the City agrees to accept said funds for necessary expenditures incurred due to COVID-19.
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the City of Powder Springs that it approves and authorizes the Mayor to execute an Intergovernmental Agreement with the Cobb County for receipt of CARES Act funding, after review and approval by the City Attorney.  This Resolution shall be effective upon adoption.
