Rezoning and Special Use Application



A motion to approve the rezoning to CRC with the following conditions:

1. Both the Owner of the Subject Property and the Applicant agree that a Rezoning to the CRC classification will be conditional to the extent that only those uses permitted under the NRC classification (as the Subject Property is presently zoned) will be allowed, with the exception that a wireless communication tower up to 170’ may be permitted after special use approval. 


A motion to approve the special use with the following conditions: 

1. Entrance road shall be modified to add an “s-curve”, if feasible and appropriate tree plantings on western edge to hide any view of ground compound from New Macland Road; and, 
2. Ground compound fencing shall be revised to avoid encroachment within 10 feet of any adjacent properties and a 10-foot landscaping buffer (with appropriate plantings if existing natural buffering is removed) shall be installed on the southern side of the ground compound between the proposed compound and the WCP Equities LLC property; and, 
3. Ground compound fence shall incorporate black vinyl coating on the chain links, as required in the Ordinance. 
4. Monopole should be designed such that structural breakpoint not more than 30 feet below the top; and, 
5. All feed lines shall be installed within the support structure and antenna ports shall be sealed in a manner to prevent access by birds and any other wildlife; and, 

6. At time of permitting, the Applicant shall provide a structural analysis for the proposed monopole with five (5) total arrays of like design, based on ANSI-TIA-222-G (as amended) and sealed by a Georgia Professional Engineer; and, 
7. Proposed tower shall be galvanized and not painted any other color without approval of the City. Ground equipment must remain neutral in color (galvanized, gray or white); and, 
8. Applicant shall not begin construction until Federal SHPO/NEPA requirements are met; and, 
9. Applicant shall provide notice of compliance with FCC’s rules regarding RF exposure and interference to other sources; and 
10. Should surrounding areas be developed in the future, removing the natural camouflage, the Applicant shall install appropriate landscaping on the remaining sides of the compound at such later date; and, 
11. The vacant residential structure be used only for commercial uses permitted in this zoning application; and, 
 
12. The stipulations and conditions set forth herein shall replace and supersede in full any and all prior stipulations and conditions, in whatsoever form, which are currently in place concerning the Subject Property. 

13. To allow the construction of a 170' multi-tenant, monopole tower and a wireless telecommunications facility. 

14. The carrier located at the top of the telecommunications tower is proposed to be Verizon Wireless ("Verizon") and there will be space for four ( 4) for 170’  additional antenna arrays at heights approximately ten feet (10’) apart. 

15. The requested Special Use  will allow the construction and ultimate operation and maintenance of a wireless telecommunications tower and related antennas and equipment on an approximate 0.2296 acre leased area (out of a 4.3 acre overall tract) which constitutes a portion of the Subject Property which will be surrounded by a chain-link fence a minimum of seven feet (7') in height. 

16. The tower structure shall be a monopole tower located within the Facility which will be accessed via an easement across the Owner's property with access/utility easement by way of New Macland Road. 

17. The telecommunications tower will meet or exceed current standards of the Federal Aviation Administration ("FAA"), the Federal Communications Commission ("FCC") and all applicable agency requirements governing the construction and operation of telecommunication towers. The Applicant does not expect that the FAA will require the Facility to be lighted. Moreover, included as a part of the Applicant's submission of the Rezoning and SUP Applications, respectively, is an FAA 1-A Survey Certification. 

18. Once constructed, the Facility will be unmanned with only quarterly site visits by maintenance technicians. 

19. The Facility will be an integral part of the Verizon Wireless network across the City of Powder Springs and unincorporated Cobb County and other areas as has been more particularly described in the Radio Frequency (“RF”) Report and Analysis filed concurrently with the rezoning and SUP applications. 

20. The Applicant shall provide a letter that certifies that all of Verizon's equipment shall be installed and operated in keeping with applicable FAA and FCC rules and regulations and appropriate industry standards. The construction of the proposed tower, including Verizon's installation of the transmitter/receiver equipment, will not interfere with the usual and customary transmission or reception of radio, television and other such services enjoyed by adjacent properties and/or property owners. 

21. The applicant provide documentation addressing the maintenance of vegetative screening to be by the tower owner and not the landowner.

A motion to approve the variance to reduce the setback to residential for the wireless telecommunication tower from 300' requirement to 259.9'.
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
