RESOLUTION 2023 - 096

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CHIEF TO PROVIDE A NOTICE TO PROCEED TO THE SUPPLIER OF MOBILE AND IN-CAR ENCRYPTED RADIOS FOR PURCHASE OF SAID RADIOS IN ADVANCE OF THE RECEIPT OF CERTAIN FEDERAL DOLLARS; AUTHORIZING THE FINANCE DIRECTOR TO PROCEED WITH AND PREPARE BUDGET AMENDMENTS NECESSARY TO COMPLETE THE TRANSACTIONS OF PURCHASE, FUNDING AND REPAYMENT OF FUNDS; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE CERTAIN AGREEMENTS TO EFFECTUATE PURCHASE OF POLICE RADIOS; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS the City of Powder Springs (“City”) currently uses police radios that operate on an open network, allowing public access to potentially sensitive information and possibly putting public safety officers at risk;

WHEREAS the current system is nearing the end of its useful life and will then be without continued technical support from the manufacturer and provider;

WHEREAS the City applied for congressionally directed federal funding to purchase new equipment, including mobile and in-car encrypted police radios, which are necessary in order to protect the dissemination of private or sensitive information, to better protect the police officers and to replace soon-to-be obsolete radios;

WHEREAS the City was notified that it has been selected to receive the requested funds, which would be become available later in the calendar year;
WHEREAS the Chief of Police has been notified by the radio supplier that the current prices that formed the basis of the funding request will no longer be valid unless the provider receives a Notice to Proceed from the City by April 15;

WHEREAS to protect the current pricing schedule for the radios that will be replaced and to avoid incurring additional expense, the City desires to provide the Notice to Proceed to obtain said radios in advance of the final disbursement of federal dollars;

WHEREAS if needed, the City desires to borrow the funds from the capital reserves to complete the purchase and thereafter refund and repay said reserves when it receives the federal dollars for the radio replacements.

NOW THEREFORE, be it hereby resolved by the Mayor and Council of the City of Powder Springs that the Police Chief is authorized to provide a Notice to Proceed for the replacement of the mobile and in-car radios to lock in and protect the existing price.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Finance Director is authorized to borrow the funds from the capital reserves to complete said purchase in advance of funding disbursement from the congressional directly funding request awarded to the City, to thereafter refund the reserves with the awarded federal funds and to complete the necessary budget amendments to effectuate said transactions.  
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Mayor is authorized to execute agreements necessary to effectuate the purchase of the replacement radios, the acceptance and receipt of federal funds and the transfer and repayment of capital reserves, subject to review and approval by the City Attorney.
