RESOLUTION 2024 - 140

A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE FULL GRANT AWARD AND ENGINEERING COSTS FOR THE OLD LOST MOUNTAIN TRAIL PROJECT AND THE AUSTELL POWDER SPRINGS ROAD ROUNDABOUT PROJECT; LIMITING THE NOTICE TO PROCEED FOR SPECIFIED TASKS FOR EACH PROJECT TO CERTAIN NOTIFICATION REQUIREMENTS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.  

WHEREAS the City of Powder Springs (“City”) previously accepted federal grant awards for the Old Lost Mountain Trail (“OLM”) and for the Austell-Powder Springs Roundabout (“APS”) projects for $450,000 ($360,000 federal | $90,000 local) and $875,000 ($700,000 federal | $175,000 local) respectively; and

WHEREAS the City completed a competitive process to select an engineer to begin said projects and approved an agreement under Resolution 2024-054 with Health Lineback for OLM for an amount up to $331,147.50 and under Resolution 2024-104 with Croy Engineering for APS for $290,670.00 where said amounts were less than the grant awards and/or the full scope of the projects; and
WHEREAS the Georgia Department of Transportation requires the contract include the full award amount but allows a notice to proceed for a specified limited scope or task order agreed to between the City and the firms, and the City desires to clarify the approvals provided for both projects; and

WHEREAS the City desires to authorize the full amount awarded for the OLM project at $450,000 [$360,000 federal | $90,000 local match] and the full amount attributed to the engineering scope at $756,597.74 while limiting the first task order to the concept stage at $303,664.79 [$242,931.83 federal and $60,732.96 local] thereby obligating the local match within the initial Notice to Proceed at $60,732.96 at this time; and 

WHEREAS the City desires to authorize the full amount awarded for the APS project at $875,000 [federal $700,000 | local $175,000] and the amount attributed to the scoping proposed by Croy Engineering at $290,679.40 [federal $232,543.52 | local $58,135.88] thereby obligating the local match within the initial Notice to Proceed at $58,135.88 at this time; and

WHEREAS the City desires to receive information regarding subsequent tasks and requests that the Community Development Director and Capital Projects Director notify the City Manager when the next task order is ready to issue and the City Manager will notify the Mayor and Council prior to approval and issuance of the next Notice to Proceed. 
BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED by the Council for the City of Powder Springs that authorizes the City desires to authorize the full amount awarded for the OLM project at $450,000 [$360,000 federal | $90,000 local match] and the full amount attributed to the engineering scope at $756,597.74 while limiting the first task order to the concept stage at $303,664.79 [$242,931.83 federal and $60,732.96 local] thereby obligating the local match within the initial Notice to Proceed at $60,732.96 at this time; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that it authorizes the full amount awarded for the APS project at $875,000 [federal $700,000 | local $175,000] and the amount attributed to the scoping proposed by Croy Engineering at $290,679.40 [federal $232,543.52 | local $58,135.88] thereby obligating the local match within the initial Notice to Proceed at $58,135.88 at this time; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that it authorizes the Community Development Director and Capital Projects Director to issue subsequent Notices to Proceed after notification from the City Manager to and acknowledgement by the Mayor and Council that the next task order is ready to issue.
