RESOLUTION 2025 - 040

A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE TEMPORARY CLOSURE AND USE OF THURMAN SPRINGS PARK AND DOWNTOWN ROADS ADJACENT TO THE PARK TO ACCOMMODATE THE ANNUAL HIGH SCHOOL JAZZ EXHIBITION HOSTED BY MCEACHERN HIGH SCHOOL IN PARTNERSHIP WITH THE CITY OF POWDER SPRINGS CULTURAL ARTS COMMISSION ON APRIL 25 FROM 1:00PM TO 9PM AND ON APRIL 26 FROM 8AM TO 7PM; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.  

WHEREAS the City of Powder Springs (“City”) has received a temporary special event application from its Cultural Arts Commission on behalf of and in partnership with McEachern High School to host the annual high school jazz exhibition on April 25 and April 26, 2025; and 
WHEREAS the City desires to accommodate the temporary event and allow the temporary closure and use of the park and city roads near or adjacent to Thurman Springs Park, if needed, to further a City strategic priority of creating an atmosphere of community. 
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the City of Powder Springs that it authorizes the temporary closure and use of Thurman Springs Park and nearby and adjacent city roads, as may be identified by the Chief of Police, for a jazz exhibition on April 25 and 26, as described in the applicant’s application, security and cleanup plan and exhibition layout plan, as described in Exhibits A-C, subject to review by the City Attorney and the applicant’s written notice of the event at least 30 days in advance of the event to the businesses located in the downtown, in particular those fronting Thurman Springs Park.
