AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE BUDGET FOR FISCAL YEAR 2018 RELATING TO THE APPROPRIATION OF CONTINGENCY FUNDS FOR ADDITIONAL COSTS OF CONSTRUCTING AN ACCESSIBLE RAMP AT THE CITY HALL FACILITY AND FOR COSTS OF REMOVAL ALONG CITY TRAILS AND IN CITY PARKS OF TREES, BRUSH AND OTHER GROUNDS MAINTENANCE ACTIVITIES CAUSED BY THE WINTER STORMS; TO ESTABLISH AN EFFECTIVE DATE; TO REPEAL CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.   


WHEREAS, the City of Powder Springs (the “City”) received notification that additional features such as handrails were required in order to improve the access ramp into City Hall and said additional work resulted in the relocation of access to the door located on the east side of the building; 

WHEREAS, said features and relocation work has resulted in a change in scope for the project at a cost of $27,600.10 for a total project cost of $50,127.50;
WHEREAS, the City’s public grounds suffered from snow storms in December and January with fallen trees, limbs and water obstruction along the City’s trails and in the City’s parks, which remain because of concentrated efforts to remove similar materials from roadsides throughout the City;

WHEREAS, the right of way and public grounds maintenance is underway and continues to prevent removal and maintenance activities along the trails and in the parks, compromising the public’s use of these recreational amenities;  

WHEREAS, the City solicited and obtained quotes to remove the trees, limbs and water obstruction and it desires accept the quote for removal activities using contingency funds in the amount of $32,399.90

NOW THEREFORE, the Mayor and Council of the City of Powder Springs hereby ordain that the budget ordinance for the fiscal year 2018 be amended as provided in the attached; 
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that all ordinances and parts of ordinances in conflict herewith hereby repealed, and this ordinance shall become effective immediately upon execution by the Mayor and City Council.
