A RESOLUTION APPROVING AND AUTHORIZNG THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE AN AGREEMENT FOR THE PURCHASE OF A 2027 FORD F-650 GRAPPLE TRUCK FOR A SUM OF $202,997 FOR USE IN CERTAIN CITY OPERATIONS RELATING TO SANITATION AND PUBLIC PROPERTY MAINTENANCE; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS the City of Powder Springs (the “City”) provides certain sanitation services twice a year that permit the disposal and pick up of appliances, furniture and similar bulk items; and

WHEREAS the City removes trees, logs and large landscapes or debris items from public properties and rights of way; and

WHEREAS said operational services require heavy lifting and material-handling and demanding loads and hauling that can be optimized with a grapple truck that eliminates the need for manual loading, which in turn reduces collection time by personnel; and

WHEREAS the City desires to approve the purchase of the grapple truck for more efficient and cost-effective solution for demanding and time-consuming work in bulky material-handling, waste management, hazard removal, and public property maintenance work.

NOW THEREFORE, be it hereby resolved by the Mayor and Council of the City of Powder Springs that it approves and authorizes the mayor to execute an agreement for the purchase of a 2027 F-650 grapple truck for an amount of $202,997, subject to review and approval by the City Attorney.
