RESOLUTION 2019 - 155

A RESOLUTION TO RENAME A PORTION OF POWDER SPRINGS DALLAS ROAD LOCATED NEAR THE INTERSECTION OF US 278 AND JUST NORTH OF WARREN FARM ROAD IN THE UNINCORPORATED AREA OF COBB COUNTY TO ALLEN FARM ROAD; AUTHORIZING AND APPROVING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE DOCUMENTATION REQUIRED TO COMPLETE THE NAME CHANGE; ESTABLISHING AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.  

WHEREAS, the road identified as Powder Springs Dallas Road previously terminated at U.S. 278 north of the current signalized intersection adjacent to Grace Baptist Church;

WHEREAS, the road was realigned to the current signalized intersection with US 278 with the old road bed remaining in place and terminating north of a Cobb County monument sign (“monument sign”);

WHEREAS, the portion of the road no longer serving as a connection to the transportation system is located within the unincorporated area of Cobb County but is a local City road;

WHEREAS, two properties front the old road terminus with one vacant and one under development as a single family residence;

WHEREAS, the owner of the single family residence has petitioned the City to rename the old terminus section to Allen Farm Road and the name change has been evaluated and accepted by public safety personnel;

WHEREAS, the City desires to rename the old road terminus to Allen Farm Road for that area located between its intersection with the existing Powder Springs Dallas Road and its terminus point north of the monument sign.

BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED by the Council for the City of Powder Springs that it renames Powder Springs Dallas Road to Allen Farm Road between its intersection with the existing Powder Springs Dallas Road that was created at realignment north to its terminus point in unincorporated Cobb County and authorizes the Mayor to execute any agreements required to complete said action, subject to review and approval by the City Attorney.
