AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE UNIFIED DEVELOPMENT CODE RELATING TO STANDARDS OF REVIEW OF SPECIAL USE APPLICATIONS; TO PROVIDE FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.
WHEREAS, The Mayor and Council of the City of Powder Springs have heretofore adopted the Unified Development Code of Powder Springs, Georgia (the “UDC”); and

WHEREAS from time to time the Mayor and Council find it appropriate or necessary to amend the UDC; and

NOW THEREFORE, the Mayor and Council of the City of Powder Springs find that in the interest of the public health, safety and welfare, it does hereby ordain that the UDC shall 
SECTION ONE


Article 3, Section 3-38, is amended by inserting “(a)”  at the beginning of the paragraph as follows:

(a) Applications for special use shall provide a written analysis comparing the proposed action with the criteria in this section. The Planning Commission and the governing body will take into consideration these standards in making a recommendation and decision, respectively, on a special use application.
SECTION TWO

Article 3, Section 3-38, is amended by adding a new paragraph “(b)”  as follows:

(b)(1) Failure to comply with any condition of approval or any applicable provision of the zoning ordinance or other city codes may constitute grounds for denial of an application for renewal. 

 (2)  The special use must continue to meet the approval criteria and conditions imposed at the time of issuance.  When the actual operation fails to conform to the approved conditions or standards, or when actual operation becomes inconsistent with the original findings, the special use approval may be revoked or modified at renewal. 

SECTION THREE
If any section, subsection, provisions, or clause of any part of this Ordinance shall be declared invalid or unconstitutional, or, if the provisions of any part of this Ordinance as 
applied to any particular situation or set of circumstances shall be declared invalid or unconstitutional, such invalidity shall not be construed to affect the portions of this Ordinance not so held to be invalid, or the application of this Ordinance to other circumstances not so held to be invalid. It is hereby declared as the intent of the City Council that this Ordinance would have been adopted in its current form without the invalid or unconstitutional provision contained therein.

SECTION FOUR

This ordinance shall become effective five (5) days after its adoption by the City Council.
