WHEREAS, BOLDplanning, Inc. has provided a proposal to provide such services for $59,625, which proposal the City desired to accept; and
WHEREAS, funding is available in the general fund and emergency preparedness funds

NOW THEREFORE, be it hereby resolved by the Mayor and Council of the City of Powder Springs that the proposal of BOLDplanning, Inc. to provide professional services needed for a comprehensive update to the COOP for a total consideration of $59,625 is hereby accepted and the Mayor is authorized to execute an agreement to effectuate same after to review and approval by the City Attorney.  This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon adoption.
