WHEREAS, the waterline owned and maintained by the City of Powder Springs (the “City”) in the right-of-way of Sharon  Drive is currently in need of replacement; and
WHEREAS, the City did advertise for and did receive Requests for Proposal to provide the necessary labor, materials, and equipment; and
WHEREAS, ARDITO CONSTRUCTION did prepare and submit a proposal to provide such labor, materials, and equipment at a total cost of $461,908.75; and

WHEREAS, the City finds the proposal of ARDITO CONSTRUCTION to be the lowest responsible and responsive proposal for such work; and 

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council wish to enter into such an agreement with ARDITO CONSTRUCTION in order to effectuate the desired work.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the City of Powder Springs that that an agreement with ARDITO CONSTRUCTION to provide the necessary labor, materials, and equipment for the Sharon Drive Waterline Replacement Project the City is hereby approved, and the Mayor is authorized to execute an agreement to effectuate same after review and approval by the City Attorney.  This Resolution shall become effective immediately upon adoption.
