

RESOLUTION 2024-177 EXH A
AMENDMENT NO. 2 TO THE
CONSULTING AGREEMENT FOR SLFRF PROGRAM MANAGEMENT SERVICES

This Amendment No. 2 (“Amendment”) is made and entered into this 2nd  day of December, 2024, by and between the City of Powder Springs, Georgia, a municipal corporation (“The City”), and Wayne P. Wright (“The Consultant”), herein referred to jointly as the “Parties.”

WHEREAS, the Parties entered into a Consulting Agreement for SLFRF Program Management Services dated November 19, 2021 (the “Agreement”); and 

WHEREAS, the Parties amended the Agreement to add Police Accreditation Support services as provided in Amendment No. 1 dated December 7, 2021; and.

WHEREAS, the Parties desire to amend the Agreement to provide for needed  Program Management services to continue through the end of the project implementation and reporting period for State and Local Government Recovery Fund grant funding provided through the American Rescue Plan Act.  

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the faithful performance of the obligations set forth herein and other good and valuable considerations, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, it is mutually agreed by and between the Parties to amend the Agreement as follows:

1. Paragraph 1 (Scope of Services) is hereby amended by deleting the words, “and in Exhibit B.”

2. Paragraph 6 (Term) is hereby amended by replacing the year, “2024” with “2026.”
  
3. Paragraph 8 (Compensation) is hereby deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following:  

“Compensation.  The City shall pay The Consultant for services in accordance with the terms and conditions of this Agreement.  Services described in Exhibit A will be compensated as follows:  Beginning in December of 2024 and continuing on an monthly basis until the earlier of either November 30, 2026 or the termination of this Agreement, a fee of $2,386.24 per month.  

4. Exhibit A (Scope of Work—SLFRF Program Management) is hereby deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following: 
 
EXHIBIT A:  
Scope of Work—SLFRF Program Management

Project/work:  American Rescue Plan Act Coronavirus State and Local Fiscal Recovery Fund (SLFRF) Program Management for the City of Powder Springs
Perform program management services on behalf of the City of Powder Springs to administer Coronavirus State and Local Fiscal Recovery Fund grants received by the City.  All work will involve coordination with City staff members and departments to varying degrees and will require approvals by the Mayor and City Council at specific milestones in order to proceed.

Task 1 – Implement selected projects according to approved timetable and schedule.  Following City-specified procurement policies and practices, support City procurement staff to screen and recommend to the City contractors needed to complete needed work.  All contractors needed will be hired directly by the City and paid by the City.  As the City’s representative, coordinate with all contractors working on SLFRF projects to facilitate timely and proper completion of contractual obligations to the City.  Review contractor invoices for accuracy, appropriateness, and conformance to contract terms.  Coordinate with City’s grant writer regarding potential grant opportunities to supplement SLFRF funds. 

Task 2 – Support City finance staff in properly tracking and documenting all grant expenditures to be consistent with Treasury guidelines.  Complete required quarterly reports for U.S. Treasury Department.  Should the Agreement be renewed until December 31, 2026, Contractor agrees to perform any outstanding and necessary work to complete this Task subsequent to the termination of the Agreement. 
Deliverables:   Annual Project and Expenditure Reports for submission to the U.S. Treasury Department by the City.

Assumptions:  
a) All work by Contractor will be performed under the direction of the City Manager.  
b) All disbursements of SLFRF funds will be made by the City using its customary accounting, payables, and procurement systems and staff.  In relation to the City’s Finance, Accounting, and Procurement staff and processes, Contractor’s roles and responsibilities will be similar to that of a City department head, such as developing bid specifications and contract scopes, identifying potential vendors, reviewing bids and proposals, and reviewing invoices and submittals.  Contractor will have no authority to approve any bid, invoice, or other official document, but will provide written recommendations for the City Manager’s action.  


5. Exhibit B (Scope of Work—Police Department Accreditation Support) is hereby deleted in its entirety.  



This Amendment No. 2, together with the Agreement, constitutes the entire agreement between the Parties and supersedes all prior oral and written understandings with respect to the subject matter set forth herein.  Unless specifically stated all other terms and conditions of the Agreement shall remain in full force and effect.
