NOW THEREFORE, be it hereby resolved by the Mayor and Council of the City of Powder Springs that the Mayor is authorized to execute an application on behalf of the Community Development Department to obtain an Originating Agency Identifier for the purposes of conducting the required background check of alcohol license applicants.  This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon adoption.
