A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE AN AGREEMENT WITH PROLOGIC ITS, LLC FOR THE PURCHASE AND INSTALLATION OF TECHNICAL EQUIPMENT TO UPGRAGE THE PUBLIC SAFETY INTERVIEW ROOMS FOR AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED $10,000; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, the City desires to engage ProLogic for the sale and installation of equipment specified by the Police Department for use in its interview rooms; 
NOW THEREFORE, be it hereby resolved by the Mayor and Council of the City of Powder Springs that it accepts and authorizes the Mayor to execute an agreement and statement of work with ProLogic ITS, LLC for the purchase and installation of interview room technical equipment for an amount not to exceed $10,000.00, subject to review and approval by the City Attorney.  This resolution shall be effective immediately upon adoption.
