A RESOLUTION APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE AN AGREEMENT WITH ATLANTA AIR CARE TO REPLACE HVAC UNITS AT THE MUNICIPAL COURT AND POLICE DEPARTMENT FACILITIES FOR A COST OF $39,605; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, the HVAC units at the City of Powder Springs Municipal and Police Department facilities are nonfunctional and in need of replacement; and
WHEREAS, said replacement is an authorized expenditure under the Special Purpose Local Option Sales Tax (“SPLOST”) program, and the SPLOST program manager recommends replacement using city facilities dollars from the SPLOST account; 

WHEREAS, Atlanta Air Care has responded to a request for quotes to replace the units for a total amount of $39,605; and
WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the City of Powder Springs find such replacement to be necessary to the public health, safety, and welfare and wish to accept the quote of Atlanta Air Care.
NOW THEREFORE, be it hereby resolved by the Mayor and Council of the City of Powder Springs that an agreement with Atlanta Air Care to replace HVAC units at the Municipal Court and Police Department facilities for an amount of $39,605 is hereby approved and the Mayor is authorized to execute same after to review and approval by the City Attorney.  This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon adoption.
