WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council for the City of Powder Springs (“City”) has initiated its strategic plan update for the efficient and effective management of the City in providing quality services to the public; and
WHEREAS, as the budget it tied to overall city goals, the City finds it in the best interests of the citizens of Powder Springs to begin the development of the budget for the 2020 fiscal year concurrently with efforts to establish priorities and strategies in the strategic plan update; and
WHEREAS, John Culpepper has the desired skills and experience to develop an operations and capital budget for fiscal year 2020 and a five-year capital improvement program, and the Mayor and Council wish to enter into an agreement with John Culpepper in order to effectuate the desired work; 
NOW THEREFORE BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the City of Powder Springs that an agreement with John Culpepper to provide professional services to develop an operations and capital budget for fiscal year 2020 at a cost of $25,000.00 is hereby approved using contingency dollars, and the Mayor is authorized to execute an agreement to effectuate same after review and approval by the City Attorney.  This Resolution shall become effective immediately upon adoption.
