A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING AND APPROVING A PROPOSAL FROM RAK ROOFING AND CONSTRUCTION TO REPLACE THE PORCH AT THE OLD MUSEUM FACILITY LOCATED AT THE POWDER SPRINGS PARK FOR AN AMOUNT OF $16,300.00; SUBSTITUTING RAK ROOFING AND CONSTRUCTION FOR VINTAGE ROOFING TO COMPLETE THE PORCH REPLACEMENT; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE AN AGREEMENT FOR SAID PROJECT; PROVIDING AN EFFECITVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES. 

WHEREAS, the City of Powder Springs (the “City”) previously approved repairs and upgrades to the front porch of 3899 Brownsville Road, otherwise known as the old museum; 

WHEREAS, the Building Official and Fire Marshal notified the City of additional work to be performed under the applicable building codes, and the City solicited and obtained quotes to replace the front porch;  

WHEREAS, because the quote excluded certain structural support work required for full project completion, the quote was rejected, and the City re-solicited and obtained quotes to complete the repairs with no exclusions, and it desires to accept the quote from RAK Roofing and Construction in the amount of $16,300 ; 


BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED by the Council for the City of Powder Springs that the proposal submitted by RAK Roofing and Construction to install a new porch at the old museum for an amount of $16,300 is hereby approved and replaces the proposal submitted by Vintage Roofing and the Mayor is authorized to execute an agreement to effectuate same, subject to review and approval by the City Attorney.  This Resolution shall be effective immediately upon adoption.
