AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE BUDGET FOR FISCAL YEAR 2019 TO TRANSFER AND APPROPRIATE MONIES FROM GENERAL FUND USE OF FUND BALANCE TO THE CAPITAL PROJECTS FUND FOR RESURFACING AND EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS, TO ESTABLISH AN EFFECTIVE DATE; TO REPEAL CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.   


WHEREAS, the City of Powder Springs (the “City”) previously established a policy whereby each year when fund balance reserves exceed six months of operating reserves, the City would allocate ten percent of the amount above six months for resurfacing needs and ten percent for emergency preparedness; 

WHEREAS, the City desires to appropriate fund balance reserves to the capital projects fund for resurfacing and emergency preparedness;

NOW THEREFORE, the Mayor and Council of the City of Powder Springs hereby ordain that the budget ordinance for the fiscal year 2019 be amended as provided in the attached; 
BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that all ordinances and parts of ordinances in conflict herewith hereby repealed, and this ordinance shall become effective immediately upon execution by the Mayor and City Council.
