A RESOLUTION APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE AN AGREEMENT WITH EAST COAST GRADING TO COMLETE CERTAIN PARKING IMPROVEMENTS IN THE DOWNTOWN FOR AN AMOUNT OF $409,136.20; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.
WHEREAS, the City of Powder Springs (“City”) previously engaged Croy Engineering to develop plans for parking improvements in the downtown, including expanded parking on or near the municipal parking lot, Hotel Avenue, Lewis Road, Jackson Way and Jackson Way Extension; 

WHEREAS, the City solicited and obtained bids to complete said engineered improvements and desires to accept the proposal submitted by East Coast Grading as the lowest responsive and responsible bid and as recommended by the Special Purpose Local Option Sales Tax (“SPLOST”) program manager, Croy Engineering; 

NOW THEREFORE, be it hereby resolved by the Mayor and Council of the City of Powder Springs that it approves and authorizes the Mayor to execute an agreement with East Coast Grading to complete certain parking improvements in the downtown for an amount of $409,136.20, subject to review and approval by the City Attorney. This resolution shall be effective immediately upon adoption.
