Exhibit A – Code of Ordinances


Sec. 2-92. - Board of directors. 
The governing body of the city affirmatively finds that there is a necessity to establish a board of directors to oversee the operations of the "Coach" George E. Ford Center, and therefore, pursuant to City Charter, sections 1.13(17) and 3.11, there is hereby established a board of directors to be known as the "Coach" George E. Ford Center Board of Directors. 

The governing body of the "Coach" George E. Ford Center shall be known as the board of directors and shall consist of seven (7) directors to be appointed by the governing body of the city for staggered terms of two (2) years. All directors shall serve at the pleasure of the mayor and council. At least four (4) directors shall be taxpayers residing in the city or persons owning or operating businesses in the city; no director shall be an officer or an employee of the city. Each councilmember shall be a afforded the opportunity to appoint a director of his or her choosing, and the mayor shall be afforded the opportunity to appoint two (2) directors of his or her choosing. The mayor shall designate one (1) of his initial two (2) appointees in the year 2016 to serve as chairman for his or her initial term. Thereafter, the directors shall elect one (1) of their members as chairman. The directors shall also elect one (1) of their members as vice-chairman, and shall also elect members as secretary and treasurer or a secretary/treasurer. The directors shall receive no compensation for their services but shall be reimbursed for their actual expenses incurred in the performance of their duties, subject to budgeted availability as determined by the Finance Director, approval by mayor and council  a majority of the members prior to incurring the expense, and submittal of receipts within fourteen (14) days of incurring the expense.

G.  Compensation

Commissioners serve without compensation, provided that they may receive reimbursement for necessary travel and other expenses while on official commission business within the limits established in the city administrative policies and budget, as determined by the Finance Director and subject to approval of a majority of the members prior to incurring expenses and submittal of receipts within fourteen (14) days of incurring the expenses, 
Sec. 15-2. - Same—Board of directors; officers.
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The governing body of the development authority shall be known as the board of directors and shall consist of seven (7) directors to be appointed by resolution of the governing body of the city for initial terms of two (2), four (4) and six (6) years, and thereafter for staggered terms of four (4) years. At the time of the election of the first board of directors, the governing body of the city shall elect by resolution two (2) directors for two (2) years, two (2) directors for four (4) years, and three (3) directors for six (6) years, and thereafter the terms of all directors shall be four (4) year staggered terms. The directors shall be taxpayers residing in the city; no director shall be an officer or employee of the city. The directors shall elect one (1) of their members as chairman and another as vice-chairman and shall also elect a secretary and treasurer or a secretary/treasurer, either of whom may, but need not, be a director. The directors shall receive no compensation for their services, but shall be reimbursed for their actual expenses incurred in the performance of their duties, subject to budget availability as determined by the Finance Director, approval by the mayor and council a majority of members prior to incurring his or her expense, and submittal of receipts within fourteen (14) days of incurring the expense. The authority may make by-laws and regulations for its government and may delegate to one (1) or more of its officers, agents or employees such powers and duties that may be deemed necessary and proper. The authority created hereunder shall have perpetual existence as hereinafter provided. A majority of the directors shall constitute a quorum, but no action shall be taken by the board without the affirmative vote of a majority of the full membership of the board.
