
FIRST AMENDMENT TO AGREEMENT FOR PROFESSIONAL SERVICES

Water Account Audit

THIS FIRST AMENDMENT TO AGREEMENT FOR PROFESSIONAL SERVICES (“the Amendment”), made and entered into on this the ______ day of_____________, 2018, (“Effective Date”) by and between the City of Powder Springs, a political subdivision in the State of Georgia, hereinafter referred to as "Owner" and Water Revenue Resources, Inc., a corporation licensed to do business in the State of Georgia, hereinafter referred to as "Consultant".


WITNESSETH:
WHEREAS, Owner and Consultant did previously enter into an agreement for Consultant to furnish professional services for the evaluation of Owner’s billing system and certain revenue sources (“the Agreement”); and

WHEREAS, because of changed circumstance, the parties desire to make this certain Amendment to said Agreement.

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of TEN DOLLARS ($10.00) and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged, Owner and Consultant agree as follows:

1.

Section V. of the Agreement is stricken in its entirety and replaced with the following:
V.
COMPENSATION: Compensation for services provided under Article II, "Scope of Services," and described in Exhibit A shall be as follows: 


It is anticipated that irregularities within Owner’s billing, collection, or distribution system will be identified during the Term of this Agreement that, when corrected, will result in increased revenues to Owner.  For purposes of this Agreement, the data set described in Paragraph 3.B. (Data Review) will serve as the baseline for identification of irregularities by Consultant.


For each irregularity addressed, a base monthly average for the related account will be computed by averaging billings for the 12-month period previous to identification.  Where this calculation does not result in a representative value, a more appropriate value may be determined by mutual agreement between Owner and Consultant. The difference between the base monthly average calculated before the irregularity is addressed and the actual collected revenues for any given month after the irregularity is addressed for a period of thirty-six (36) months, including any penalties or billings for previous periods (backbillings), is defined as the recovered revenue for that irregularity.  The sum of all recovered revenues from all qualifying addressed irregularities for a particular month is termed the recovered revenue for that month, and monthly payment of ninety (90) percent of recovered revenue will be made to the Consultant, notwithstanding the Term of the Agreement, with the express exception of recovered revenue from backbillings, for which the payment to Consultant will be sixty (60) percent of such recovered revenue. No additional payment to the Consultant is anticipated except as a result of amendment to this Agreement.  Costs, if any, to address irregularities identified, are not the responsibility of the Consultant.  Terms of compensation may be modified at any time with mutual consent of Owner and Consultant.

Except as expressly amended by this Amendment, all terms and provisions of the Agreement shall remain in full force and effect.
