RESOLUTION 2022 - 113

A RESOLUTION APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR OR MAYOR PRO TEM TO EXECUTE AN AGREEMENT WITH CENTER FOR TESTING AND ENGINEERING TO COMPLETE CERTAIN ASSESSMENT AND REPAIRS AT THE FUEL PUMPS LOCATED AT THE CITY OF POWDER SPRINGS PUBLIC WORKS FACILITY FOR AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED $13,000; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.  

WHEREAS the City of Powder Springs (“City”) owns fuel pumps located at the Public Works facility which require regular assessment, testing and upgrades in order to meet the governing regulations of the State of Georgia Environmental Protection Division (“EPD”); and
WHEREAS the State EPD conducts inspections of fuel pump facilities every three years and its recent inspection disclosed the need for assessment, testing and equipment upgrades of the City’s fuel pump facilities; 

WHEREAS the City desires to engage the services of Center for Testing and Engineering (“CTE”) to complete the assessment, testing and equipment upgrades identified by EPD, and CTE is willing and available to complete the required work for an amount not to exceed $13,000. 
BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED by the Council for the City of Powder Springs that it accepts and authorizes the Mayor or Mayor Pro Tem to execute an agreement with CTE to complete an assessment, testing and equipment upgrades identified by the Georgia Environmental Protection Division for the City’s fuel pump facilities for an amount not to exceed $13,000, subject to review and approval by the City Attorney. This resolution shall be effective immediately upon adoption.
