WHEREAS, the Atlanta Braves have called metro Atlanta their home since 1966; and
WHEREAS, the Braves moved to Cobb County in 2017 into the brand new SunTrust Park, now called Truist Park; and
WHEREAS, Cobb County and its cities, including Powder Springs, benefit from the Atlanta Braves calling Cobb their home through various sales taxes, including the county’s Special Purpose Local Option Sale Tax, or SPLOST, and the Education SPLOST; and
WHEREAS, the Atlanta Braves in their 2021 campaign punched their ticket to the postseason by winning the National League East with a record of 88 wins and 73 losses; and
WHEREAS, the Braves won their National League Division Series three games to one over the Milwaukee Brewers; and
WHEREAS, the Braves then won the National League Championship Series four games to two over the Los Angeles Dodgers; and
WHEREAS, the Braves defeated the American League Champion Houston Astros in a World Series that went to six games, winning Game Six in their opponent’s stadium, Minute Maid Park, by a decisive score of 7-0, and
WHEREAS, the Braves posted an impressive 11-win-and-5-loss record in the postseason, including seven wins out of eight games played at home. 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL that the City of Powder Springs congratulates the 2021 Atlanta Braves for a successful 2021 season that culminated in the winning of the World Series.
