WHEREAS The Emancipation Proclamation made the permanent abolition of slavery a Union war aim and provided the legal framework for the emancipation of nearly all four million slaves as the Union armies advanced; and 
WHEREAS On June 19, 1865, Union soldiers led by Major General Gordon Granger arrived in Galveston, Texas, to declare the war had ended and all those enslaved in the South were now free; and 
WHEREAS Juneteenth is one of the oldest known commemorations of the end of slavery in the United States and is also knowns as Emancipation Day, Jubilee Day and Freedom Day; and

WHEREAS Juneteenth historically has not always received acknowledgement and recognition though it is a critical component of American history, marking a turning point in our nation and a step towards equality and is now an official holiday recognized by the Federal Government in 2021 and the State of Georgia and City of Powder Springs in 2022; and
WHEREAS Unity in HIStory Outreach Foundation, Inc. and Three Rounds, LLC, in partnership with the City of Powder Springs and the APEX Museum commemorated Juneteenth for the first time in Powder Springs in 2021 with a virtual Juneteenth Unity Celebration and Walk, necessitated by the COVID-19 pandemic, bringing awareness to the community, celebrating history, diversity and unity in the great city of Powder Springs; and
WHEREAS, on Father’s day, June 19, 2022, we will commemorate Juneteenth live for the first time in Powder Springs with The Juneteenth Community Celebration and Unity Walk at Powder Springs embracing and sharing the HIStorical past and present while looking forward to the future.
NOW THEREFORE, in celebration throughout the community giving all glory and honor to God as we mark this HIStorical day, June 19 is hereby proclaimed Juneteenth in the City of Powder Springs. 
So proclaimed this 19th day of June 2022. 
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
