EV Charging Options
We contacted 3 providers. Enviro Spark, DSI Atlanta and Flash Point.
There are different programs for either full purchase or lease.
Flash Point out of Texas, they offer Level 1,2 and 3 charges as do the other companies.  They did not provide a written list of pricing. They were contacted 3 times.

DSI has two programs. One offers an upfront purchase and monthly maintenance. The 1st being approximately $26,200.00 purchase and monthly maintenance of $2,25000. With the City receiving all revenue from chargers.  The second is a 5 year lease and maintenance totaling $48,000.00 over the term.

Enviro Spark offers 3 programs. Full Network, Charging as a Service and Property Owned.
Full Service is a 10 year term where Enviro installs and maintains all equipment and services and city provides electricity.
Chargers as a Service is 5 year term where City pay $100 to 200.00 per month, pays electricity and receives revenue from chargers. 
Property Owned is a 1 year renewable agreement with a split of 90% to city and 10% to Enviro and city pays for equipment and electricity.
Enviro has executed agreements with Dunwoody, Madison and Rutland recently on the Full Service Program.  They also work with GA Power in the Make Ready Program across the state.

Our recommendation is Enviro Spark, based on the availability of the Full Service Program and their partnership with GA Power’s Make Ready Program. Their program offers  limits in the exposure of the City to cost and the number of programs they have under agreement with additional city in Georgia.
Reference sheets and a draft agreement are available should the city elect to pursue this recommendation.
