RESOLUTION NO. 2025 - 

A RESOLUTION POSTPONING TO 2026 THE APPROVED TEMPORARY CLOSURE OF TRAILS, ROADS AND PUBLIC SPACES IN OR ADJACENT TO THE DOWNTOWN TO FACILITATE A 5K RACE HELD BY SWEETWATER MISSION; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.
WHEREAS the City of Powder Springs (the “City”) previously approved a temporary event permit application from Sweetwater Mission to host a 5K run on December 13, 2025 beginning at 7AM under Resolution 2025-144; and
WHEREAS Sweetwater Mission has requested that the event be postponed to December 12, 2026 in light of the number of registrants for the 2025 event and the need to provide additional advance notice to secure sufficient participation, and the City desires to accommodate the event and approve the temporary closure of certain public spaces. 
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the City of Powder Springs that it approves the rescheduling of the Sweetwater Mission 5K from December 13, 2025 to December 12, 2026 for the temporary closure and use of roads trails and roads within and adjacent to the downtown between 7am and 12noon to accommodate the 5K race held by Sweetwater Mission, subject to applicant complying with requirements relating to traffic control, trash control, and post-event clean up and applicant notifying downtown businesses about the event at least two weeks prior to the event.
