RESOLUTION NO. 2019 - 034

A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE PROJECT DOCUMENTS TO TRANSFER REMAINING FUNDS IN THE GEORGIA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION SAFETY GRANT TO OFFSET COSTS TO REMEDY THE SCOUR AND EROSION OCCURRING AT THE LEWIS ROAD BRIDGE; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.
WHEREAS, the City of Powder Springs (the “City”)  previously engaged Long Engineering to evaluate the scouring at the footings of the Lewis Road bridge and develop remediation plans to remedy the problem and said plans have been completed by Long Engineering and presented to the City’s Public Works Department for use in soliciting bids to perform the work; and
WHEREAS, the City previously applied for and was awarded funds under the Georgia Department of Transportation Local Maintenance and Improvement Grant program (“safety grant funds”) to perform safety improvements on Powder Springs Road at Deer Creek Drive, and said improvements have been completed and the project closed; and
WHEREAS, the remaining safety grant funds are available for use by the City to help offset the costs of performing repairs and improvements at the Lewis Road bridge upon submittal of a project description application, and the City desires to complete project description applications and forms in order to transfer the remaining safety grant funds to the Lewis Road bridge project; 
NOW THEREFORE, be it hereby resolved by the Mayor and Council of the City of Powder Springs that it accepts and authorizes the Mayor to execute documents necessary to effectuate the transfer the remaining safety grant funds for use in offsetting costs associated with Lewis Road bridge repairs.  This resolution shall be effective immediately upon adoption.
