WHEREAS the City of Powder Springs desires to apply to renew its participation in GLECP and commit to earning certification in accordance with the requirements set forth by the Georgia Association of Chief of Police; and
BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED, by the Mayor and Council for the City of Powder Springs that the Mayor and Chief of Police are authorized to complete, execute and apply to renew the City’s participation in the Georgia Law Enforcement Certification Program, subject to review and approval by the City Attorney. This resolution shall be effective immediately upon adoption.
