AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES RELATING TO THE POWDER SPRINGS ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGE ORDINANCE; TO REPEAL CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; TO PROVIDE FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES
WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the City of Powder Springs are authorized to adopt ordinances regulating the sale, possession, and consumption of alcohol; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council desire to amend the existing code of ordinances with regard to the special permit allowing certain establishments in the downtown development district to pour and sell packages of wine and malt beverage products; and
NOW THEREFORE, the Mayor and Council of the City of Powder Springs find that in the interest of the public health, safety and welfare it does hereby ordain that the Code of Ordinances is amended as follows with deletions shown with a strike-through and additions shown as underlined: 
SECTION ONE

The Code of Ordinances is amended by making the following changes to Chapter 3, Article II, Division 1, Section 3-73:

Sec. 3-73. - Special permit for pouring wine and malt beverages and sale of package wine and malt beverages.
Notwithstanding anything in this Code to the contrary, subject to the approval of City Council, a business within the downtown development district, as the same is defined in Section 15-4 of the Code of Ordinances, may obtain a special permit for the pouring of wine and malt beverages for on-premises consumption and the sale of package wine and malt beverages for off-premises consumption.  Such permit holder may not sell ancillary pre-packaged and prepared food products as well as but may make available the sale of food products by a third-party vendor on the business premises.

SECTION TWO
All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict.

SECTION THREE
If any section, subsection, provisions, or clause of any part of this Ordinance shall be declared invalid or unconstitutional, or, if the provisions of any part of this Ordinance as applied to any particular situation or set of circumstances shall be declared invalid or unconstitutional, such invalidity shall not be construed to affect the portions of this Ordinance not so held to be invalid, or the application of this Ordinance to other circumstances not so held to be invalid. It is hereby declared as the intent of the City Council that this Ordinance would have been adopted in its current form without the invalid or unconstitutional provision contained therein.

SECTION FOUR
This ordinance shall become effective five (5) days after its adoption by the City Council.
