AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE CODE OF ORDINANCES WITH REGARD TO WRECKER SERVICES; TO PROVIDE FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES
WHEREAS, local ordinances governing the city limits of the City of Powder Springs are codified as the Code of Ordinances, City of Powder Springs, Georgia (“the Code”); and
WHEREAS, circumstances are such that the provisions of the Code governing wrecker services are in need of revision.
NOW THEREFORE, the Mayor and Council of the City of Powder Springs find that in the interest of the public health, safety and welfare, it does hereby ordain that the Code shall be and is hereby amended as follows: 
SECTION ONE
Chapter 17, Article III, Sections 17-62, 17-63, 17-64, 17-65, 17-68, 17-69, and 17-70 of the Code are amended and a new Section 17-73 is added with regard to wrecker services as shown in the attached Exhibit A, with deletions shown by strike-through and additions shown as double underlined.  All provisions of Chapter 17, Article III of the Code not specifically amended hereby shall remain in full force and effect.
SECTION TWO

All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with this Ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict.

SECTION THREE
If any section, subsection, provisions, or clause of any part of this Ordinance shall be declared invalid or unconstitutional, or, if the provisions of any part of this Ordinance as applied to any particular situation or set of circumstances shall be declared invalid or unconstitutional, such invalidity shall not be construed to affect the portions of this Ordinance not so held to be invalid, or the application of this Ordinance to other circumstances not so held to be invalid. It is hereby declared as the intent of the City Council that this Ordinance would have been adopted in its current form without the invalid or unconstitutional provision contained therein.

SECTION FOUR
This ordinance shall become effective five (5) days after its adoption by the City Council.
