Resolution No. 2020 -056

A RESOLUTION RATIFYING THE DECISION OF THE CITY MANAGER TO LEASE A MESSAGE BOARD FROM COBB COUNTY TO ALERT MOTORISTS ABOUT THE ROAD CLOSURES IN THE DOWNTOWN TO ACCOMMODATE FILMING ON MARIETTA STREET; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS,  the City of Powder Springs (“City”) Community Development Department has issued a permit to film on Marietta Street between March 18 and March 20, necessitating the closure of Marietta Street and connecting roads;

WHEREAS, the City’s Public Works Department has one electronic message board that will be used to alert the travelling public about the upcoming closure, and the City desires to provide additional signage at various locations in, around and approaching the downtown; 

WHEREAS, Cobb County Department of Transportation (“Cobb DOT”) has agreed to make available to the City a message board at no cost to the City but with certain responsibilities and obligations for care and safekeeping of the message board,

WHEREAS, the Public Works and Police Departments recommend the placement of the additional message board at least a week prior to the closure, which is in advance of any council meeting at which the Mayor and Council has the ability to approve a lease agreement; 
WHEREAS,  given the authority given to the Community Development Department to issue filming permits that may require road closure, and in light of the safety recommendations made by the Public Works and Police Departments about sufficient advance signage, the City Manager instructed the Public Works Director to secure the message board under a lease agreement required by Cobb DOT, and the City determines that it is in the interest of public safety and welfare to ratify the decision of the City Manager to instruct the Public Works Director to secure the message board under the Cobb DOT lease agreement; 

BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED by the Council for the City of Powder Springs that it ratifies the decision of the City Manager to instruct the Public Works Director to lease an additional message board from Cobb County DOT under its lease agreement prior to the ability of the Mayor and Council to approve said lease.
