A RESOLUTION APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE DEDUCTIVE CHANGE ORDER WITH DESIGNATED CLIPPER, LLC IN THE AMOUNT OF $15,446.50 RELATING TO THE FENCING PROJECDT WITHIN THE NEIGHBORHOOD PARKS LOCATED ON HOPKINS ROAD AND LANCER DRIVE; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.
