Memorandum of Agreement

The Center for Family Resources and The City of Powder Springs

WHEREAS, The Center for Family Resources is a not for profit organization that provides temporary financial assistance to stabilize families in crisis; housing for homeless families in a safe and secure environment; and education and training to individuals to increase economic capacity and personal growth; and,

WHEREAS, The City of Powder Springs is a municipal government located in Cobb County, Georgia;
WHEREAS, The City of Powder Springs provides funds through the CARES program providing a resident assistance program for those encountering an unexpected financial hardship due to COVID19; 

NOW THEREFORE, do the City of Powder Springs and The Center for Family Resources agree to work together cooperatively through the following terms and conditions:

The City of Powder Springs will:

1. Determine services and qualifications of the program rendered by The Center for Family Resources 

2. Inform residents of the Resident Assistance Program, the guidelines for receiving assistance, and the procedure for contacting CFR for assistance

3. Make referrals for assistance to The Center for Family Resources 

4. Designate a point of contact for communications to/from The Center for Family Resources

5. Provide CFR an 8% administrative fee for case management and administrative costs including supervision, check processing, cash management, billing, reporting, and document processing 

6. Reimburse the Center for Family Resources the cost of the financial assistance provided each month through the Resident Assistance Program. This cost is variable and will be based on the amount of assistance provided in each month.

The Center for Family Resources will:

1. Evaluate the circumstances of the City of Powder Springs residents seeking assistance and provide financial assistance and case management 

2. Provide referrals to additional community resources as appropriate

3. Maintain confidential records and personal, protected information in a safe and secure manner according to The Center for Family Resources’ Privacy and Security Policies and Procedures

4. Provide monthly statistical reports on assistance provided

5. Invoice the City of Powder Springs on a monthly basis for financial services provided with appropriate documentation and detail of the incurred costs

This agreement will remain in effect beginning on and end on.   Either party may terminate this agreement by a sixty (30) day notice to the other party.  By their signatures below, each of the parties affirms their agreement to the conditions listed in the Memorandum of Understanding.
